Worship Leader: ~ All thanks and praise are always yours and, in all places, our true and loving God;
through Jesus Christ, your eternal Word, the Wisdom from on high by whom you created all
things. You laid the foundations of the world and enclosed the sea when it burst out from the
womb; You brought forth all creatures of the earth and gave breath to humankind.

Acolyte: Wondrous are you, Holy One of Blessing, all you create is a sign of hope for our
journey; and so, as the morning stars sing your praises, we join the heavenly beings and all creation
as we shout with joy:
